Sacramental Preparation

Pope John Paul II has continued to call the Church to an awareness of the centrality of family life. In “Follow the Way
of Love” he calls a family our first community and the most basic way, in which the Lord gathers us, forms us and acts
in the world. The early Church expressed this truth by calling the Christian family a domestic church or church of the
home. Your domestic church is not complete by itself, of course. It is united with and supported by parishes and other
communities within the larger Church. Christ has called you and joined you to himself in and through the sacraments.
Therefore you share in one and the same mission that he gives to the whole Church. You carry out this mission when
You believe in God and that God cares about you. No domestic church is perfect but neither is any parish or diocesan
church. All members of the Church struggle daily to become more faithful Disciples of Christ. We need to enable one
another to recognize that we are a domestic church. There are families who don’t understand and don’t believe.
Perhaps they are broken or unable to carry out its responsibilities. But remember all families are holy not because it is
petfect but because God’s grace is at work in it helping it to set out anew every day on the way to love.

Therefore as we prepare to celebrate the Sacraments of Penance, Communion and/or Confirmation we will do so as a
family. All Sacramental preparation classes will be inclusive of the student and its family. Our task is to assist you in
connecting our Catholic faith with your lived experiences and to encourage both of us to share in the growth of our
faith together.
